In order for the traditional church to remain relevant in the twenty-first century, it must become more Christocentric and be open to change in light of the emotional and spiritual needs of post-modern North American society.  The “mega-church” phenomenon reflects the inability of denominations to respond to the current spiritual crisis of ineffective and outdated ministries in mainline denominations.
